Introduction

The Department of Biblical Education of the American Fellowship
offers a study guide for conducting systematic and regular discussions
amongst brothers within the local church.

Purpose of the Guide: To encourage churches to hold spiritually edifying
meetings on a regular basis, aimed at strengthening fellowship between
brothers and promoting their spiritual growth.

The guide includes 12 topics from the First Epistle of the Apostle Paul
to Timothy. It is suggested that, at the discretion of each local church
(starting in either September or January), one meeting during the week
following the Lord’s Supper each month be chosen for a brothers’ fel-
lowship meeting.

During these gatherings, brothers will have the opportunity to prepare
materials together and reflect on one of the suggested topics.

To help organize more effective meetings and encourage active participa-
tion from local brothers, we recommend:

1) The responsibility for organizing the brothers’ meetings should lie with
the responsible minister or be delegated to a capable brother.

2) This guide should be personally signed and handed to each brother.

3) Encourage all brothers (new converts, longtime believers, beginners,
and experienced preachers) to regularly participate in the meetings, com-
mend them at fellowship meetings, and motivate them during general
church gatherings.

4) If necessary, invite ministers from neighboring churches to help lead or
enrich the discussion of certain topics.

We believe this will be a great blessing, both for individual spiritual
growth and for strengthening relationships among brothers - within the
local church, across regions, and throughout our fellowship.
